Feast Days  this Week 
 

Wednesday 9th - St. Kieran - With eight companions he built 
a monastery that became the famous Clonmacnois, re-
nowned for centuries as the great centre of Irish learning, and 
was its Abbot. Many extravagant miracles and tales are told 
of Kieran, who is one of the twelve apostles of Ireland. He is 
often called St. Kieran the Younger to distinguish him from St. 
Kieran of Saighir.  
Friday 11th -  St. Patiens - Archbishop of Lyons, Gaul. Little 
is known about his early life, but he received appointment in 
450 to the see of Lyons. His period as archbishop is best 
known for his immense efforts at charitable work. He con-
stantly gave aid and comfort to the poor, devoting the re-
sources of the diocese to feed those left starving by the 
Gothic and Germanic invasions and to rebuilding and repair-
ing burned and looted churches.
