Feast Days this Week 
 

Monday 9th - Dedication of the Lateran Basilica - Church of 
St John on the Lateran in Rome is described as being the 
'Mother and Head of all churches of the City and the World.'  
Tuesday 10th - St. Leo the Great - He was Pope in the 5th 
century and taught the two natures of Christ, divine and hu-
man as well as the importance of the See of Peter 
Wednesday 11th - St. Martin of Tours - A bishop in France 
during the 4th century, he was based in the countryside 
Thursday 12th - St. Josaphat - Bishop of Polotz in Eastern 
Europe, he was martyred by those who were opposed to his 
work at reuniting Ukranian Catholics 
Saturday 14th - St. Laurence O'Toole - A monk and subse-
quently abbot of Glendalough, he became Archbishop of 
Dublin in 1162 and died in Normandy seeking to make peace 
between the Irish rulers and King Henry II.

Members of the Parish Pastoral Council will be delivering 
these invitations which contain full details of the Novena 
programme and we hope that you will be able to attend a 
session each day or at least some of the sessions during 
the nine days.

a vision for our day' will have sessions at 7.30am, 

10am & 7.30pm every week day and on Sundays at the 
usual Mass times as well as a 7.30pm session on Sunday 
evening. All we ask is that you attend one session a day 
for the course of the Novena. In the coming weeks mem-
bers of the Novena Team will be speaking at all Masses 
with more information. We have posters available for 
those who would like to take them and advertise our No-
vena in the coming weeks - they can be collected from the

Please note that during the Novena, there will be re-
stricted parking conditions in the grounds of St. Bren-
dan's Church. During the 10.00 a.m. and 7.30 p.m. daily 
sessions and all sessions on Sunday the gates will be 
closed before the session and will remain closed until the 
end of the session. Only drivers with Restricted Mobility 
stickers will be allowed to park in the church grounds. This 
move is necessary to increase Pedestrian Safety.
