Annual Mass in Clonoghill Cemetery on Wednesday 14th 
July at 7.30 p.m. 
 

Feast Days this Week 
Monday 10th - St Comgall - Born in Co. Antrim in the 6th 
century, he established a monastery in Bangor which was 
attended by many, including St. Columbanus.  
Wednesday 12th - St. Nereus & Achilleus, St. Pancras   All 
three were martyred in 304 during persecutions led by the 
emperor Diocletian. The first two were soldiers who after con-
verting to Christianity refused to continue military service and 
St. Pancras was only 14 when he was martyred. 
Thursday 13th -  Our Lady of Fatima  This feast commemo-
rates the visions in which Mary, the Mother of God, appeared 
6 times to 3 shepherd children - Lucia, Francisco, and Jacinta 
- between May 13 and October 13, 1917. 
Friday 14th - St. Matthias, Apostle - He is believed to have 
worked first in Judaea and then travelled to Turkey where he 
was responsible for many conversions to Christianity. 
Saturday 15th - St. Carthage - He came from a rich Kerry 
family, became a priest and founded a monastery first in  
Rahan, and then moved to Lismore. His monastery was very 
large and also contained a leper colony; he died in 638.
