Monday 10th - St. Lawrence, deacon & martyr. He died in
258 and is called the 'cheerful giver' as he was in charge of
the material needs of the faithful. He is a patron saint of the
poor and of cooks.

Tuesday 11th - St. Clare 1193-1253. She followed St Fran-
cis of Assisi in his life of poverty, and was founder of the Poor
Clares. She is patron saint of television.

Wednesday 12th - St. Jane Frances de Chantal 1572-1641.
