Feast Days this Week

Wednesday 14th - St. Callistus - was a slave who after ob-
taining his freedom became a deacon and then Pope who
was martyred in 222 at the hands of a mob.

Thursday 15th - St. Teresa of Avila - A Carmelite nun, she
lived in the 16th century and was known for her writings on
prayer and spirituality. She is the patron saint of lacemakers
and headache sufferers.

Friday 16th - St. Gall - A companion of St. Columbanus, he
founded a hermitage and monastery in Switzerland.
Saturday 17th - St. Ignatius of Antioch He was a bishop of
the early church who urged unity of Christians, especially
through the Eucharist.
