Monday 16th - St. Stephen of Hungary -The first king of Hun-
gary who lived from 975-1038, he worked to bring about the
conversion of many of his people.

Thursday 19th - St. John Eudes - Lived in the 17th century,
he was a French priest who founded a number of seminaries
and promoted devotion to the Sacred Heart.

Friday 20th - St. Bernard - A Cistercian monk who became
Abbot of Clairvaux and was known for his great knowledge of
scripture, spiritual theology and philosophy.

Saturday 21st - St. Pius X - He encouraged frequent sacra-
mental practice and was responsible for allowing young chil-
dren to receive Holy Communion.
