Please contact one of the local priests who will help 
you with the necessary paperwork and other requirements 
for your wedding. You need to give six months notice to the 
church when booking your wedding. This will give you ade-
quate time to deal with the church and civil paperwork.

The 
pilgrimage will begin here in St. Brendan's before moving to 
the Methodist church, continuing to St. Brendan's Church of 
Ireland and finishing at the old St. Brendan's Church.

Feast Days this Week 
Tuesday 20th - St. Apollinaris - A bishop in the second cen-
tury in Italy, he preached the gospel and was martyred. 
Wednesday 21st - St. Lawrence Brindisi  1559-1619  A 
Capuchin who worked for peace and was at the forefront of 
the Counter Reformation movement. 
Thursday 22nd - St. Mary Magdalene - Her reputation has 
certainly suffered a lot through the centuries because of poor 
interpretation of scripture; we can be certain from the Gos-
pels that she stood at the cross of Jesus, with two other 
women. She discovered the empty tomb and was granted an 
appearance of the Risen Jesus.  
Friday 23rd - St. Bridget of Sweden - Lived in the 14th cen-
tury, brought up 8 children and founded the Bridgettine Order. 
She is a Patron of Europe. 
Saturday 24th - St Charbel Makhluf - A monk in Lebanon, he 
lived as a hermit and was much sought after for his counsel 
and blessing. He had a great devotion to the Blessed Sacra-
ment. 
also  St Declan  He is a pre-Patrician saint, who was baptised 
by a local priest in Waterford before studying in Europe and 
returning to Ardmore where he set about his task of preach-
ing God's Word.
