Monday 20th - St. Apollinaris - Lived in the second century
and was martyred following a life of preaching the Gospel
Tuesday 21st - St. Lawrence of Brindisi 1159-1619 - A mem-
ber of the Capuchin order, who was a leader of armies and
he brought peace to the people of Naples

Wednesday 22nd - St. Mary Magadalene - Much has been
written about Mary; what we know from Scripture is that she
stood by the cross of Jesus and with two others she discov-
ered the empty tomb, and was granted an appearance of the
Risen Lord on Easter Day. She is known as the 'Apostle to
the Apostles'.

Thursday 23rd - St. Bridget of Sweden - Born into a noble
family, she was married at a young age and when her hus-
band died, she lived in a monastery and founded a new reli-
gious order for women. She is a Patron Saint of Europe
Friday 24th - St. Declan - Was baptised by St Colman and
having been ordained following study in Europe, he preached
the faith in Ireland before St Patrick.
