June at 7.30pm. Beginning in St. Brendan's Church, the pro-
cession will move to the Garden of Tranquility at the rear of 
the church. Organisers will be in touch with various groups in 
the parish but all are welcome to join the procession. In par-
ticular the boys and girls who have received their First Holy 
Communion will be very welcome to join with us on the eve-
ning of the procession. 
 

This is the Feast of the Most Holy Trinity. The definition of 
the Holy Trinity took place during the Council of Nicea in 325 
and Constantinople in 381. As we pray the Creed on this 
Sunday, we are reminded of the rich tradition of the Church 
that believes God to be the Father, the Son and the Holy 
Spirit, one and indivisible.  
 

The ordination of Fr Kieran O'Reilly SMA as Bishop of 
Killaloe will take place at 3pm on Sunday 29th August in the 
Cathedral of Saints Peter and Paul in Ennis. Please keep him 
in your prayers at this time.  
 

In the coming weeks a new and updated set of child protec-
tion guidelines for parishes in the diocese of Killaloe will be 
published.

Monday 31st - Visitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This 
recalls the visit of Mary to Elizabeth. 
Tuesday 1st June - St. Justin, martyr. An early convert to 
Christianity, he was martyred around the year 165. 
Wednesday 2nd - Saints Marcellinus and Peter. Both were 
Roman clergy who were martyred around 303 during the Dio-
cletian persecutions. 
Thursday 3rd - St. Kevin - He settled as a hermit in Glen-
dalough, but disciples gathered around him and a monastery 
was eventually founded. Kevin died in 618. 
Friday 4th - Saints Charles Lwanga and companion martyrs. 
22 young Ugandan Christians who were martyred between 
1885 and 1887. 
Saturday 5th - St Boniface  673-754. An English man who 
went to Germany and established a number of monasteries in 
Bavaria.
